SECOND LESSON Philippians 2:5-11

THE RITE oF CONFIRMATION

Confirmation is a public profession of the Christian faith, following a period of
instruction, by one who has been baptized in the name of the Holy Trinity. It is a
rite by which a person is recognized as one who is properly prepared to receive
Holy Communion.

M: Keep them faithful and holy, so that they may inherit eternal life;
through Jesus Christ our Lord.
