Maundy Thursday ushers the believer into the “Three Holy Days™ of
Christendom. It is more than history that is celebrated today. The Holy
Sacrament extends to the believer the very body and blood of our Savior and
gives the forgiveness of sins.

INSTRUCTION FOR THE END OF LENT

M: In this Lenten season, we have heard our Lord’s call to intensify our struggle against sin, death,
and the devil — all that keeps us from loving God and each other. This is the struggle to which
we were committed at baptism; God’s forgiveness and the power of his Spirit to amend our
lives continue with us because of his love for us in Jesus our Savior.

With the family of the Church, God never wearies of giving peace and new life. In the
Absolution we receive forgiveness as from God himself. This absolution we should not doubt,
but firmly believe that thereby our sins are forgiven before God in heaven, for it comes to us in
the name and by the command of our Lord.

We who receive God’s love in Jesus Christ are called to love one another, to be servants to each
other as Jesus became our servant.

It is, however, in the Holy Communion that the members of Christ’s body participate most
intimately in his love. Remembering our Lord’s last supper with his disciples, we eat the bread
and drink the cup of this meal. Together we receive the Lord’s gift of himself and participate in
that new covenant that makes us one in him. The Lord’s Supper is the promise of the great
banguet we will share with all the faithful when our Lord returns, the culmination of our
reconciliation with God and each other.

FIRST LESSON Exodus 12:21-30

Then Moses summoned all the elders of Israel and said to them, "Go at once and select the
animals for your families and slaughter the Passover lamb. Take a bunch of hyssop, dip it into the
blood in the basin and put some of the blood on the top and on both sides of the doorframe. Not one of
you shall go out the door of his house until morning. When the Lorp goes through the land to strike
down the Egyptians, he will see the blood on the top and sides of the doorframe and will pass over that
doorway, and he will not permit the destroyer to enter your houses and strike you down.

"Obey these instructions as a lasting ordinance for you and your descendants. When you enter the
land that the LorD will give you as he promised, observe this ceremony. And when your children ask
you, 'What does this ceremony mean to you?' then tell them, "It is the Passover sacrifice to the LoORD,
who passed over the houses of the Israelites in Egypt and spared our homes when he struck down the
Egyptians.” Then the people bowed down and worshiped. The Israelites did just what the LorD
commanded Moses and Aaron.

At midnight the Lorb struck down all the firstborn in Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh, who
sat on the throne, to the firstborn of the prisoner, who was in the dungeon, and the firstborn of all the
livestock as well. Pharaoh and all his officials and all the Egyptians got up during the night, and there
was loud wailing in Egypt, for there was not a house without someone dead.

GOSPEL Mark 14:12-26
On the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, when it was customary to sacrifice the

So he sent two of his disciples, telling them, "Go into the city, and a man carrying a jar of water
will meet you.

He will show you a large upper room,
furnished and ready. Make preparations for us there."”

The disciples left, went into the city and found things just as Jesus had told them. So they
prepared the Passover.

When evening came, Jesus arrived with the Twelve. While they were reclining at the table
eating, he said, "I tell you the truth, one of you will betray me--one who is eating with me."

They were saddened, and one by one they said to him, "“Surely not 1?"

"It is one of the Twelve," he replied, "one who dips bread into the bowl with me. The Son of
Man will go just as it is written about him. But woe to that man who betrays the Son of Man! It
would be better for him if he had not been born."

While they were eating, Jesus took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to his disciples,
saying, "Take it; this is my body."

Then he took the cup, gave thanks and offered it to them, and they all drank from it.

"This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many," he said to them. "I tell you
the truth, 1 will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it anew in the
kingdom of God."

When they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.

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Good Friday Worship: Tenebrae
April 10, 2009

The word tenebrae means “darkness’ and refers to a worship service in which
the progressive extinguishing of candles represent the approaching death of
Christ. The Tenebrae service is one of prolonged meditation of the suffering of
Christ. The service is divided into seven chief parts. The division is modeled after
the seven-recorded statements of Christ from the cross.

Pilate answered, “What | have written, | have written.”

This garment was seamless, woven in one
piece from top to bottom.

“Let’s not tear it,” they said to one another. “Let’s decide by lot who will get it.”

This happened that the Scripture might be fulfilled which said, “They divided my garments
among them and cast lots for my clothing.” So this is what the soldiers did.

Near the cross of Jesus stood his mother, his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and
Mary of Magdala. When Jesus saw his mother there, and the disciple whom he loved standing
nearby, he said to his mother, “Dear woman, here is your son,” and to the disciple, “Here is
your mother.” From that time on, this disciple took her into his home.

Later, knowing that all was now completed, and so that the Scripture would be fulfilled,
Jesus said, “I am thirsty.” A jar of wine vinegar was there, so they soaked a sponge in it, put the
sponge on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and lifted it to Jesus’ lips. When he had received the
drink, Jesus said, “It is finished.”
