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Ash Wednesday begins Lent, the church’s 40-day journey of repentance 

and renewal in preparation for Holy Week. Because of its unique 

character and place in the church calendar, we celebrate Ash 

Wednesday as a separate festival. Because it is an important festival, 

the order of Holy Communion serves as the liturgy. However, the music 

of the liturgy is restrained: “Glory Be to God on High,” “Alleluia,” and 

other festive portions are omitted. 

Communion is a part of worship today. Because God speaks of 

communing together as an expression of unity in faith we practice close 

communion. All WELS or ELS members are welcome to commune with 

us.
